INTRODUCTION

In accordance w i t h  49 CFR 2 2 5 , a l l  r a i l r o a d s  a r e  r e q u i r e d  t o  f i l e  m onthly 
a c c i d e n t / i n c i d e n t  r e p o r t s  w i t h  O f f i c e  o f  S a f e t y ,  Fe d e r a l R a i l r o a d  A d m i n i s t r a ­
t i o n  ( F R A ) .  F o r  th e  purposes o f  th e s e  re qu ire m e n ts  a " r a i l r o a d "  i s  any 
system o f  s u r fa c e  t r a n s p o r t a t i o n  o f  persons and p r o p e r t y  o v e r  r a i l s .  I t  
in c lu d e s  l i n e - h a u l  f r e i g h t  and passenger r a i l r o a d s ,  s w it c h in g  and te r m in a l  
r a i l r o a d s ,  and p a s s e n g e r - c a r r y in g  r a i l r o a d s  i n c l u d i n g ,  b u t  n o t  l i m i t e d  t o ,  
r a p i d  t r a n s i t ,  commuter, s c e n i c ,  s t r e e t ,  subway, e l e v a t e d ,  c a b le  and cog 
r a i l w a y s .

The purpose o f  r e p o r t i n g  t o  th e  FRA th e  o c c u p a tio n a l i l l n e s s  o f  em p lo ye e s, 
damage t o  r a i l r o a d  equipment and s t r u c t u r e s ,  and i n j u r y  t o  persons a r i s i n g  
from th e  o p e r a t io n  o f  a r a i l r o a d ,  i s  t o  c a r r y  o u t  th e  i n t e n t  o f  Congress as 
expressed in  th e  Fe d e r a l R a i l r o a d  S a f e t y  A c t  o f  1970 ( P L - 9 1 - 4 5 8 )  and th e  
A c c i d e n t  R e p o rts A c t ,  as amended (45  U S C - 3 8 - 4 3 ) ,  namely th e  d i s c l o s u r e  o f  
h a zard s a r i s i n g  in  th e  p r o v i s i o n  o f  c a r r i e r  t r a n s p o r t a t i o n  b y r a i l .

A d i r e c t  comparison o f  1975 and l a t e r  y e a r s  w i t h  p r e v io u s  d a ta  i s  n o t  
f e a s i b l e  due t o  m ajo r r e v i s i o n s  i n  r e p o r t i n g  re qu ire m e n ts  e f f e c t i v e  
J a n u a r y  1 ,  1 9 7 5 .  These m ajor changes a r e  in  th e  f o l l o w i n g  c a t e g o r i e s :
R a i l r o a d  Equipm ent A c c i d e n t s / I n c i d e n t s ,  F a t a l i t i e s ,  O c c u p a tio n a l I n j u r i e s ,  
and O c c u p a tio n a l I l l n e s s e s .  Due t o  th e  scope o f  th e s e  changes i t  i s  f e l t  
t h a t  data c o l l e c t e d  d u r in g  1975 may be somewhat u n d e r s t a t e d .  ( P l e a s e  r e f e r  
t o  th e  a p p e n d ix  f o r  a d is c u s s io n  o f  th e s e  r e v i s i o n s . )

The r e p p r t i n g  gu id e used t o  com plete a c c i d e n t / i n c i d e n t  r e p o r t s  i s  
re view ed e v e r y  two y e a r s  t o  l o c a t e  areas where improvements can be made.
In  1976 i t  was determ ined t h a t  in  many i n s t a n c e s ,  th e  cause and o c c u rre n c e  
codes b eing used were n o t  s p e c i f i c  enough t o  a c c u r a t e l y  d e s c r ib e  th e  
a c c i d e n t / i n c i d e n t  which had o c c u r r e d . A f t e r  a th orou g h  e x a m in a tio n  new 
codes were added and o th e r s  were r e d e f i n e d  p r i o r  t o  th e  r e le a s e  o f  t h e  1 9 7 7  
r e p o r t i n g  i n s t r u c t i o n s .  T o t a l s  f o r  m a jo r code g ro u p ing s have n o t  been 
s i g n i f i c a n t l y  a f f e c t e d  b y th e s e  change s. H o w e ve r, c a re  sh o u ld  be ta k e n  
when making comparisons o f  i n d i v i d u a l  codes used i n  1 9 7 7  w i t h  th o s e  used in  
1975 and 1 9 7 6 .

Due t o  t h e  f a c t  t h a t  i n j u r i e s  a r e  o f t e n  s u s t a in e d  by more th an  one 
person i n  a s i n g l e  r a i l r o a d  a c c i d e n t / i n c i d e n t  and because c e r t a i n  a c c id e n t s /  
i n c i d e n t s  a r e  r e p o r t a b l e  even though th e y  r e s u l t  in  no p erso n al c a s u a l t y ,  
th e  t o t a l  number o f  a c c id e n ts  and c a s u a l t i e s  shown i n  a c c id e n t  t a b l e s  may 
d i f f e r .  When a t a b l e  i s  concerned s o l e l y  w i t h  o c c u p a tio n a l i l l n e s s e s ;  i t  
i s  so noted i n  th e  t a b l e  h e a d in g . In  th o s e  t a b le s  where i n j u r i e s  and 
i l l n e s s e s  a re  combined, i t  is  under t h e  heading o f  " N o n f a t a l  C a s u a l t i e s " .
A l s o ,  in  t h i s  p u b l i c a t i o n ,  n o n f a t a l  i l l n e s s e s  a re  in c lu d e d  in  th e  i n j u r y  
d a t a ,  unless o th e r w is e  n o t e d .

T a b le s  p e r t a i n i n g  t o  R a i l  R a p id  T r a n s i t  c a r r i e r s  a r e  a p p r o p r i a t e l y  
headed and s e p a ra te  from th o s e  c o n c e rn in g  common c a r r i e r s .  In  th o s e  in s ta n c e s  
where a l l  c a t e g o r i e s  o f  r a i l r o a d s  a r e  combined i n  a s i n g l e  t a b l e ,  i t  i s  so 
noted in  th e  t a b l e  and column h e a d in g s .

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APPENDIX

REPORTABILITY REQUIREMENTS

The ru le s governing monthly reporting of ra ilro ad  accidents/ 
incidents which were in e ffe c t at the close of 1977 define a 
reportable acc iden t/inc ident as an event a r is in g  from the operation 
of a ra ilro ad  that re su lts , with minor exceptions, in one or more 
of the fo llow ing  circumstances:

(a) Any impact between ra ilroad  on-track equipment and an 
automobile, bus, truck, motorcycle, b icy c le , farm veh ic le , 
or pedestrian at a ra il-h ighway grade crossing*,

(b) Any c o l l is io n ,  derailment, f i r e ,  explosion, act o f God, 
or other event involv ing operation o f ra ilro ad  on-track 
equipment (standing or moving) which re su lts  in more than 
$2,300 in damages to ra ilroad  on-track equipment, s igna ls , 
track, track structures, and roadbed;

(c) Any event a r is in g  from the operation of a ra ilroad  which 
re su lts  in:

( i)  death of one or more persons;
( i i )  in ju ry  to one or more persons, other than ra ilro ad  

employees, that requires medical treatment
( i i i )  in ju ry  to one or more employees that requires medical 

treatment or resu lts  in re s t r ic t io n  of work or motion 
fo r  one or more days, one or more lo s t  workdays, trans­
fe r  to another job, term ination of employment, or loss 
of conciousness; or

( iv )  any occupational il ln e s s  of a ra ilro ad  employee, as 
diagnosed by a physician.

CLASSIFICATION OF ACCIDENTS/INCIDENTS

Train Accidents are events, with or without casua ltie s , a r is in g  in 
connection w ith the operation of ra ilroad  on-track equipment which sa t is fy  
the conditions spec ified  in (b) above. The damage threshold fo r reporting 
tra in  accidents from 1957 through 1974 was $750. In 1975 the threshold 
was increased to $1,750, and in 1977 to $2,300. The reporting threshold 
is  reviewed p e r io d ic a lly  and adjusted every two years as necessary.

Train Incidents are events a r is in g  in connection with the movement 
of ra ilro ad  on-track equipment which re su lt  in a reportable death, in ju ry  
or i l ln e s s ,  but do not re su lt  in damage to ra ilro ad  equipment, track or 
roadbed of more than $2,300.
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Nontrain Incidents are events which re su lt  in  a reportab le death, 
in ju ry  or i l ln e s s  a r is in g  from the operation of a ra ilro a d , but not 
from the movement of ra ilro a d  on-track equipment.

CLASSIFICATION OF CASUALTIES

F a ta l it ie s : P r io r to 1975, a death which resu lted from ra ilro ad
operations, but which occurred more than 24 hours a fte r the in ju ry , 
was reported as an in ju ry  and a subsequent fa ta l it y .  Such fa ta l in ju r ie s  
now are c la s s if ie d  as f a t a l i t ie s .  In add ition , f a t a l i t ie s  re su lt in g  
from occupational il ln e s s e s , i f  they occur w ith in  365 days o f the 
in i t ia l  diagnosis o f the i l ln e s s  are now reportable. These were not 
reportable p r io r to 1975.

Nonfatal C asua ltie s: This is  any in ju ry  or i l ln e s s  caused by a
ra ilro ad  acc ident/inc ident tha t is  nonfata l, and includes the fo llow ing:

1 Occupational In ju r ie s : Major changes were made in  the d e f in it io n
o f a reportable in ju ry  in  1975. This was done to allow  com parability 
o f ra ilro ad  industry s t a t is t ic s  with those published by the 
Occupational Safety and Health Adm inistration (OSHA) fo r other 
industries . Previous regu lations required the reporting of any 
employee in ju ry  which prevented the employee from performing 
normally assigned duties fo r more than 24 hours in the aggregate 
during 10 days immediately fo llow ing the in ju ry . This resulted 
in  the reporting o f on ly those in ju r ie s  causing at le a s t 2 days 
of lo s t  or re s tr ic te d  time. The revised regu lation  requires 
the reporting o f any employee in ju ry  which re su lts  in one or 
more lo s t  or re s tr ic te d  workdays, the adm in istra tion  o f medical 
treatment beyond f i r s t  a id , transfe r to another job , term ination 
o f employment, or lo ss o f consciousness. In add ition , the case 
remains active  fo r  365 days rather than the 10-day period previously 
spec ified . An in ju ry  to a person other than an employee-on-duty 
was formerly reportab le i f  i t  prevented the customary vocation 
or mode of l i f e  o f the in jured person fo r more than 24 hours during 
the 10 days immediately fo llow ing the in ju ry . Such an in ju ry  is  
presently reportab le i f  the injured person requires medical 
treatment beyond f i r s t  a id . Lost and/or re s tr ic te d  workdays are 
tabulated only fo r  employee-on-duty in ju r ie s  and il ln e s se s .

Occupational I lln e s se s : This is  a new category w ith no counterpart
in casualty s t a t is t ic s  p r io r  to 1975, and app lies to employees 
only. An occupational i l ln e s s  is  any abnormal condition or 
d isorder, other than one re su lt in g  from an in ju ry , which is  
caused by environment facto rs associated w ith an employee's 
employment, inc lud ing  but not lim ited  to acute and chronic il ln e s s  
or diseases which may be caused by inha la tion .

CLASSIFICATION OF PERSONS

Employees "on duty" are those persons who are engaged in the operation 
of a ra ilro ad . O rd ina r ily  the fa c t  that the employee is  or is  not under 
pay w il l  determine th is . However, employees on ra ilro ad  property while
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on re s t or meal periods, "trading time", or doing work which they are 
expected to do but a c tua lly  perform before pay s ta r ts  or a fte r pay stops, 
are considered to be employees "on duty".

Employees "not on duty" are those employees who are on ra ilro ad  
property fo r purposes connected with th e ir  employment or with other 
ra ilro ad  permission, but who are not "on duty" as defined above.

Passengers are persons on, boarding, or a lig h tin g  from ra ilro a d  
cars fo r  the purpose of trave l.

Nontrespassers are persons who are la w fu lly  on that part o f r a i l ­
road property which is  used in ra ilroad  operation (other than those 
herein defined as employees, passengers, or trespassers), and persons 
adjacent to ra ilro ad  premises when in jured as the re su lt  o f the operation 
o f a ra ilro a d .

Trespassers are persons,who are on that part o f ra ilro ad  property 
used in ra ilro a d  operation, and whose presence is  proh ib ited, forbidden, 
or unlawful. Employees who are in ju red .w h ile  trespassing are categorized 
as "trespassers". A lso, a person on a ra il-h ighw ay grade crossing is  
c la s s if ie d  as a "trespasser" i f  the crossing is  protected by gates ;or 
other b a rr ie rs  which are closed when the person enters the crossing, or 
i f  a person attempts to, pass over or under tra in s  or cars at the crossing.

Contractor employees are persons who are employed by a contractor 
engaged by a ra ilro ad  to perform normal maintenance work to ra ilro ad  
r o ll in g  stock,, track structure, bridges, bu ild ing , etc.

CLASSIFICATION OF ON-TRACK EQUIPMENT

Train - A tra in  is  a locomotive un it(s) coupled, with or without 
cars and with o r  without markers displayed. Included in th is  d e f in it io n  
are those tra in s  consisting e n t ire ly  o f se lf-p rope lled  un its designed to 
carry passengers and/or fre ig h t t r a f f ic .

Locomotive - A locomotive is  a se lf-p rope lled  un it of equipment 
designed fo r moving other equipment. . I t  includes a se lf-p rope lled  
unit, designed to carry fre ig h t and/or passenger t r a f f ic .

Car - A car is  any u n it.o f equipment designed to be hauled by 
locomotives, or any un it of on-track work equipment such as a track 
motorcar, h ighway-rail car, on-track crane, on-track b a lla s t  tamping 
machine, etc.

Equipment.Consist - An equipment consist is  a t ra in , locom otive(s), 
cut o f cars, or any s ing le  car not coupled to another car or locomotive.
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Class I Railroads are those ra ilro ad s  having annual operating 
revenue in excess of $10,000,000, includ ing switching and term inal 
companies.

Class II Railroads are those having annual operating revenue of 
$10,000,000 or le ss.

Rail Rapid T ransit is  the operation o f a short haul passenger 
tra in  exc lu s ive ly  w ith in  an urban/suburban or metropolitan area. I t  
includes a passenger tra in  provided by an instrum enta lity  o f a state 
or p o lit ic a l subd iv ision thereof.

Trainmen, the term as i t  is  used in th is  pub lica tion , includes 
engineers and motormen, firemen and helpers, conductors, brakemen, 
and flagmen engaged in passenger, fre ig h t, yard or work serv ice  and 
tra in  baggagemen, but does not include hostle rs.

Man-hours re fers to the se rv ice  hours or days worked by employees, 
as shown on the "Monthly Report o f Employees, Service, and Compensation" 
(ICC Wage S ta t is t ic s ,  Form A and B) fo r  Class I Railroads. For a l l  
other categories of ra ilro a d s , th is  information is  a to ta l o f employee 
hours worked as reported on the monthly Railroad In jury and I lln e s s  
Summary (FRA F 6180-55).

Medical Treatment is  treatment administered by a physician or by 
reg istered professional personnel under the standing orders of a phys­
ic ian . Medical treatment does not include f i r s t  a id  treatment (one-time 
treatment), precautionary measures such as tetanus shots, or subsequent 
observation of minor scratches, cuts, bru ises, sp lin te rs , e tc . ,  which do 
not require medical care, even though these services were provided by a 
physician or reg istered professional personnel.

Lost Workdays - This term app lies to employees only. I t  includes 
a l l - f u l l  days or parts o f days the employee, because of in ju ry  or occupa­
tiona l i l ln e s s ,  is  away from work (consecutive or not) on regu la rly  
assigned workdays (except on the day of in ju ry  or f i r s t  day of i l ln e s s ) .

R es tr ic t ion  of Work or Motion - This term applies to employees only. 
R es tr ic t ion  of work or motion occurs when an employee, because o f in ju ry  
or occupational i l ln e s s ,  is  assigned to a temporary job, works less than 
f u l l  time at a permanent job, or is  unable to perform a l l  normally assigned 
duties.

Locomotive M ile is  a movement under i t s  own power o f a locomotive 
a distance of one m ile. This item covers m iles run by locomotives in 
road serv ice and in tra in  and yard-sw itching serv ice. Switching m iles 
are computed at the rate o f s ix  m iles per hour fo r the time a c tu a lly  
engaged in  such serv ice.
