Since 2005, the railroad industry has already hired over 40,000 new employees, with another 40,000 expected to be hired in the next 3 years.  Such a massive influx of new employees brings an opportunity for fresh ideas to improve safety. 

To get to the next level, we need to promote more proactive risk-based approaches.

The Action Plan has contributed to the significant improvement in rail safety across a broad range of statistical measurements, including a 23.3 percent reduction in the number of train accidents over the past three years.



The success of the Action Plan is the result of many factors, including:  dedicated and aggressive implementation by FRA staff; support by railroads of the FRA safety initiatives; independent actions taken by railroads, labor unions, and rail employees to operate more safely; and the assistance of researchers and other industry stakeholders in the development and deployment of new, safer technology.

Each dot in the Accident/Incident Risk pyramid above represents one of thousands of critical incidents that happen out in the field every week. And the factors that led to the incidents we do hear about usually get bogged down in the tensions caused by union-versus-management thinking and other old ways of doing railroad business. So the truth of it is that within the current business model our understanding of why accidents occur is seriously hampered.  And having limited data about what really happened leads us to do things like introduce inappropriate fixes to causes we’re unsure of or to prematurely sign off on the issue and call it done. These types of responses do not help us to understand and reduce our risk out there.  



Now think about just one of those dots. In fact, we can draw an Accident/Incident Risk pyramid for just that dot, too. What would it mean for us if we could hear about the thousands of contributing factors that led to that one accident?  And what if we could analyze for the real causes for what really happened to cause the accident?  And then tackle the causes with targeted fixes to prevent the accident from recurring? 



FRA wants to support a culture change that will increase the learning around what contributes to safety.

FRA has used voluntary programs historically to improve grade crossing safety, but we also have other ongoing pilot programs.



The collision hazard analysis was undertaken by 3 commuter railroads with limited success, due to concerns about protecting information.  The properties found value in the analysis, however they felt the risk of having public access to information about potentially unmitigated hazards outweighed the benefits.
